	Objectives are solid descriptions of student learning outcomes and meet criteria established by national accrediting commission and professional organization.  However, I do not see that all of the graduate learning goals have been addressed, but they may be buried within objectives 1 and 2.  Are there competencies covering research and effective communication set down by ADA and SNE?  The depth of content knowledge, research, and critical thinking are apparent here, but I do not see written and verbal communication expressed as part of the learning objectives identified.

	How, Where, and When Assessed

	There is a solid blend of multiple, direct measures here, which should provide a wealth of data concerning student learning outcomes.  You also have indirect measures, so this is a fully developed plan.  It is not completely clear what assessment instrument is used to assess students for objective 7.  Students are reading, critiquing, and presenting research articles, but are you using a rubric or some kind of evaluation form in FCS 5900?  The expectations are related to the number of chapters written, articles read, or number of students engaged in the thesis, but those expectations are really not about learning outcomes.  The mean score for the fourth measure for the 7th objective is a bit confusing as well.  Your expectation is a score of 40/50, but it is not clear where the score comes from.  Is there a test or rubric associated with a poject of some sort?  It is good that you have established a timeline for instruments such as your employer survey.

	Expectations are in place and, for the most part, match the measures and objectives.  There are a couple of questions related to expectations and instruments as mentioned above.  They should be easily tracked over time.
