	It is very helpful to identify specific courses and assignments where students display the behaviors you seek.  It is not clear, however, how you are actually assessing the critical thinking in these assignments.  Are you using a critical thinking rubric of some kind?  It is not clear how those assignments are assessed so that you can compare skills across sections and across time.  Wolcott’s rubric should be helpful.  She sent me a link to some new information, so please remind me to send that to you.  Is the writing rubric under development or is it complete?  
Given the special nature of this program, indirect measures, such as alumni surveys or student exit interviews/surveys, could also provide useful data.
