Including the state tests will provide external direct data that makes for a more robust assessment plan for the teacher certification programs.

	A feedback loop appears to be in place with results shared among faculty on the assessment committee who then share with the faculty as a whole at an annual meeting.  There is little information in Parts Two and Three, so it is not apparent how results have impacted the curriculum or changes in individual courses.
