	Listing the seven competencies as the majority of your objectives makes this plan much more structured and coherent.  You have adopted all four of the undergraduate learning goals!  Objectives 1 and 2 are not really learning outcomes.  You may want to revise this a bit; the portfolio may speak to students’ critical thinking or writing abilities and their involvement activities may be a measure of global citizenship rather than a learning objective.

	How, Where, and When Assessed

	You have rubrics adopted for use in assessing your portfolios as well as individual assignments, so this is an excellent way to assure comparable data across time.  You have also chosen artifacts from courses across the curriculum, which should provide formative as well as summative data on student learning.  It is not clear, however, what you are using to assess the oral component of objective 4.  Do students submit tapes of presentations in the portfolios or do you assess oral presentation skills as part of the internship or student teaching?

	Expectations are more aligned with your measures this year.  You may also want to establish a percentage of students that reach those points and a percentage that exceed, etc.

	Results are collected.  As your plan progresses, you will want to include more analysis of what the results tell you about student learning in your program. 

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2, Community Health option; Community Health minor 
	A feedback loop appears to be in place with results shared with all faculty.  New courses were added to this option and minor, but it is not clear the role assessment played in that decision.  The faculty participation in the portfolio review process looks like an excellent practice.
