	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, B.S. Health Studies, First Responder option
	You may want to identify an earlier course to gather pre-program data for the last objective and then use the exit survey to measure change in confidence.  Is this survey connected to a course or program requirement?  If not, you may have trouble with student participation.  You have identified several courses where assessment will take place and assignments that will be your assessment artifacts; this is a good start to gathering direct data.  Are you using rubrics for the assessment of these artifacts?  It is not clear here what the measure will be.

	Expectations
	Level 2, B.S. Health Studies, First Responder option
	You have good narrative explanation of what you are looking for in the assignments targeted for assessment.  Is there a grading rubric or set of criteria somewhere?  As your plan progresses, you may want to outline what it means to exceed your expectations and what it means to not exceed them.  

	Results
	Level 2, B.S. Health Studies, First Responder option
	Results are collected for the majority of measures.  Of course, little analysis can occur until you have multiple years of data.  As you report data in future years, you will want to give the numbers of students included in the percentages as well as indicate how many students met expectations and how many exceeded.

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2, B.S. Health Studies, First Responder option
	The feedback loop is in place with faculty completing a form and turning it in to the assessment committee.
