Your measures only include two papers here, so you may want to consider additional direct measures and/or including indirect measures as well (exit surveys, for example).  What happened to the case study data mentioned in past reports?
A rubric for the health fair was a good idea, and it appears to have elicited useful information.  Good direct measures in the two courses mentioned.  You have very comprehensive rubrics.  Any plans to incorporate indirect measures as well?
You may want to look to your assessment data to help you determine additional measures for assessment.  What do you still want to know that your current data cannot tell you?  Do the data you have collected give you a full picture of the student achievement for your program objectives?  Thank you for including the rubric used for Behind the Wheel.  Collecting data on your students’ students’ performance is an interesting idea.  I’ll be interested to see what you learn from that information.
