I agree that several of your objectives would best be demonstrated in the classroom or other real-world environment.  You might also ask your students in a survey how prepared they were for these real-world tasks.  This is a timely discussion as in the upcoming year CASL will be looking at ways departments are assessing integrative learning, and these real-world experiences are certainly part of IL.  Your plan includes direct as well as indirect assessment measures, so that is positive as well.
