	You have rubrics adopted for use in assessing your portfolios as well as individual assignments, so this is an excellent way to assure comparable data across time.  You have also chosen artifacts from courses across the curriculum, which should provide formative as well as summative data on student learning.  You mention seeking ways to evaluate competencies in your internships and student teaching experiences.  Could the coordinator or site supervisor complete a form created by the department to address these learning outcomes?  I agree that several of your objectives would best be demonstrated in the classroom or other real-world environment.  You might also ask your students in a survey how prepared they were for these real-world tasks.  This is a timely discussion as in the upcoming year CASL will be looking at ways departments are assessing integrative learning, and these real-world experiences are certainly part of IL.
