Is there a gateway course that could be used to assess student initial knowledge to help with remediation or advisement?  You may find it difficult to get an accurate reading of student self-assessment on the exit survey if they are rating themselves several semesters away from their actual beginning.  Could you do an actual pre- post- survey?  Otherwise, you have spread your assessment collection across the curriculum and are using multiple measures, so that is good.
