	You have established specific courses and assessments to use for the collection of assessment data.  Are you employing rubrics for the coursework as well as the portfolio?  You mention a rubric for the literature review, but not the fundraising project, for example.  And, you have an exit survey to provide indirect data.  Your plans to include more real-life experiences and out-of-classroom activities for your major option will provide more avenues for assessment as well.  CASL will be looking into how programs are assessing integrative learning in the future, so that is something to keep in mind as well.

	Expectations
	Level 2, B.S. Health Studies, Health Administration option
	Expectations are specific and related to the measures given for the most part.  You may want to establish more specific expectations (exceeding expectations for example) as you examine data.  In several of your results sections you mention that 100% of students exceeded expectations.  If that many are exceeding expectations, perhaps you want to consider raising the bar a bit.

	Results are being collected.  As time progresses, more analysis will be important as the department determines what the data tell the faculty about student learning and what changes may be called for.   You should also indicate the number of students represented by the percentages in the results section.

	How Results Will be Used

	A feedback loop appears to be in place with results shared with all faculty.
