	Objectives are written as student learning outcomes that are measurable and specific, and you have incorporated the undergraduate goals of speaking and writing effectively, so you have a good mix of discipline-specific and undergraduate goals here.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, B.S. Physical Education, Athletic Training 

	Your scaffolding approach appears to be an excellent way to assure your students learn and use their knowledge, and it also alerts students and faculty to any trouble areas.  There appears to be a wealth of direct measures here—tests, labs.  It isn’t clear, however, what you are using to assess the oral and written communication skills discussed in objective 4.  Do the grading rubrics give you information about these skills as well as content?  It is not clear from your report.  You mention in Part II that you are required to do annual and exit interviews as well as graduate and employer surveys, so you should list those measures as well in this column.  If there are outcomes that are assessed in these measures that are not listed, they should be placed into column 1.

	Expectations
	Level 2, B.S. Physical Education, Athletic Training 
	Expectations are clear for the exams, but other instruments remain rather vague, so it will be difficult to show whether expectations have been met.  It appears that expectations may change depending on who is teaching the course or evaluating the student, so that will make it hard to analyze data over time.  You mention in column 2 that a 3.5 or lower on your 5-point scale requires remediation on the part of the student, so is your expectation that students receive at minimum a 4 or some other number?

	Results

	The results do not always match the measure.  You’re using a 5-point scale with a remedial cut-off, but the results don’t reflect percentages of students who have achieved at certain levels or scores, so the information given from one section to another is hard to follow.

	Various constituencies seem to receive parts of the data, but are all of the data and their potential meanings shared with all of the faculty in the program at any point?
