The “How, Where, and When Assessed” and “Expectations” columns for Exercise Science were revised based on the Response to Summary Form 2010. We have been collecting and compiling the data as well as revising the evaluation methods and objectives. More assessment is now being done within the Exercise Science field of study. We are striving to make sure assessments are completed throughout the core courses instead of only a few courses.

Summarize changes and improvements in curriculum, instruction, and learning that have resulted from the implementation of your assessment program.  How have you used the data?  What have you learned?  In light of what you have learned through your assessment efforts this year and in past years, what are your plans for the future?  
Although we are still on a large learning curve, we have now collected and compiled data for the last several years. We will continue to analyze that data and use it to make appropriate curricular changes and modifications to improve the program. The Exercise Science faculty will meet to determine what changes need to be made, if any. We have learned that we need to continue working to solidify our objectives across all course sections and perform a critical review of how the data will best be collected.
With regards to trends, for some of the objectives, we are seeing an overall decrease in student performance.. For objective #1, there seems to be an overall decrease in scores. For objective #2, the data show a slight increase in performance on the oral communication scores for the internships; but a slight decrease in performance in the written communication; for many there is no previous data for comparison. Written communication is not yet clearly assessed throughout the curriculum and will be addressed at our faculty meetings. Oral communication in the ATP lab has shown improvement since last year. For most of objective #3,we have seen a slight decrease in scores; but for many this is the first time data has been reported.
We added objective 4 to address the critical thinking ability of our majors. Unfortunately, the data is not separated by area of specialty and can only be recorded as a whole score for all of the KSS majors who complete the assessment. 

Future plans include continuing to address and more specifically define the objectives within the core classes. Additionally, faculty will meet and discuss ways to increase the rigor of the evaluation process to ensure student learning.
