	 Objectives are clear and measurable.  Two of the undergraduate learning goals have been adopted by this program:  speak effectively and write effectively.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2—B.S.,  Physical Education, Exercise Science
	The measures outlined for objectives 1 and 2 are clear and should provide solid, direct, summative data.  However, the measures for objective 3 are less well-defined.  You should try to specify which assignments/tests will be used to collect assessment data.  While students will obviously be producing many papers, lab work, and tests, not all need to be used to collect assessment data.  You are clearly collecting data here, but it is a mystery what are actually used for assess #1, assess #2, etc.  This, however, is the only objective which appears to be gathering formative data as well as summative, so that is good. 

	Expectations
	Level 2—B.S.,  Physical Education, Exercise Science
	Your expectations for the internship passing rate is more specific than in previous iterations of this report.  In fact, several of your expectations are specific and related to the measures.  You have a few that do not really express your expectations, however.  For example, under objective 2, “demonstrated through case studies. . .” does not really outline the level of achievement or competency that you hope your students will reach.

	It’s great to see data here that can speak to your objectives.  It is a bit early to see any trends, but what is your initial response to the data?  Anything surprising?
