	 Objectives are clear and measurable.  Three of the undergraduate learning goals have been adopted by this program:  speak effectively, write effectively, and think critically.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2—B.S.,  Physical Education, Exercise Science
	It is admirable that the program is spreading the assessment across courses to involve all faculty rather than only those who teach certain courses.  As your plan progresses it will be important to identify specific assignments, projects, tests that will be used to assess student achievement of your learning outcomes in order to assure comparable data from year to year.  Part III indicates that these discussions have begun among your faculty.  I know that we are providing the Watson-Glaser scores from senior seminar, but the test could be made available to you for an earlier class if you wanted to look at pre- and post-data.

	Expectations
	Level 2—B.S.,  Physical Education, Exercise Science
	Expectations are specific and related to the measures for the majority of measures given.  It is especially important to think about your expectations for the objectives that gather data at 2000 level and 4000 level courses (such as objective 3 does).  Your expectations should describe expectations for each level and this will help show growth across the program and could provide help to students who were not quite where you wanted them to be early in their program.

	Data are colleted for the majority of measures listed.  It is good that you include the numbers of students included in each report as well as the percentages.  You mention some concern in Part III that you have seen some decreases in attainment of knowledge and skills.  It will be interesting to see if these are small aberrations or the beginning of trends.  

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2-3—B.S.,  Physical Education, Exercise Science
	Feedback loop appears to be in place and involves all faculty through the department meetings.  The effort to collect data from a variety of courses is a good one.  Your feedback loop includes external entities completing internship evaluations, which is a very good practice, but do you have any problems with these supervisors completing your forms or returning them?   This is coming along, and it appears that the program is well on its way to making assessment a routine part of its educational experience.
