Try to avoid statements such as “various other methods of evaluation will be used.”  While there may be many places where informal assessment of student learning takes place, your plan should spell out where formal assessment is done and data are collected and these pieces indicate what data will be shown in the results and will be used for program improvement.  You have some very solid direct methods of assessment here, which should provide a wealth of data

	I liked the specificity of time allowance given for students passing the ATP lab checklist.  Your internship evaluation is very comprehensive, so it is a wonderful assessment instrument.  What score is minimally passing?  It is still not clear what “successfully pass” actually means.  Your expectations should relate directly to the instruments (rubrics, evaluations, checklists) that you are using for assessment.  Remember a final grade will have many components that don’t all relate back to the objective and the assessment instruments.  In some cases you are very specific here, but there are a few places where the expectation is not very clear.

	It’s great to see data here that can speak to your objectives.  It is a bit early to see any trends, but what is your initial response to the data?  Anything surprising?  Anything you still want to know?  Emerging trends?

	How Results Will be Used
