The Kinesiology and Sports Studies department submitted a revised SPA report in March 2011.  The results from this SPA report will be returned in August, 2011 and shared with the PETE committee.  Based on the comments from the CASA Director, the PETE committee has adjusted the objectives and assessments for continued improvements to our teacher education program in Physical Education.  We have clarified how, where, and when our data will be collected, and the PETE undergraduate  Learning Objectives have been revised with an emphasis on supporting Eastern Illinois University undergraduate learning goals.  
PART THREE
Summarize changes and improvements in curriculum, instruction, and learning that have resulted from the implementation of your assessment program.  How have you used the data?  What have you learned?  In light of what you have learned through your assessment efforts this year and in past years, what are your plans for the future?  
KSS 3400 (Unit Plan) and KSS 3401 (Work Sample) data continues to support both the NASPE Beginning Teacher Standards and the Illinois Professional Teaching Standards.  A vast majority of our students are achieving at the highest standards.  It is our goal to increase the number of students who achieve the highest standards possible.
The Exit Interview data, considered as more of an indirect data source, documents that our students are achieving extremely high standards in terms of planning, teaching, assessing student learning, reflection, and goal setting through this interview process which also supports the undergraduate learning goals.  Through this process, greater than 80% of our students are achieving at the Advanced level for both the KSS 3400 and 3401 student Exit Interviews.  It is our hope to continue to improve the overall number of students who meet the Advanced Level standards.  

An addendum to the student teaching evaluation form called the NASPE/NCATE Performance Competencies Summary Sheet was added to more fully address the SPA assessment expectations.  In addition, this new assessment also addresses the undergraduate learning goal of responsible global citizenship.  The data indicates that over 80% of PETE Candidates understand and implement diverse experiences that shape culture.
In an attempt to support the improvement of Test Scores for the Physical Education Content Test, the PETE Committee supported the initiation and development of a student study session prior to the State PE content test which received rave reviews from the students.  The response to the continued study sessions have been overwhelmingly successful with high attendance from both students and faculty.  In addition, organization and structure of the review sessions continues to be evaluated to improve test scores.
