	Learning Objectives

	This report now addresses all four of the graduate program goals established by CGS.  In order to assess content knowledge you should re-work objective one so that it defines what content you expect your students to master in the course of your curriculum.  Part III listed some deficits you had found in your program related to student knowledge, so it is clear that there are key areas you expect them to master.  These areas should form the basis for discipline-specific learning objectives.  But, you have made a good faith effort to address the CGS required goals.  The next step is to make those objectives specific and meaningful for your program.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, M.S. Kinesiology & Sports Studies—all concentrations 
	Over-hauling the assessment plan was clearly part of the program’s work this past year.  You have used both direct and indirect data, so that is a positive step as well.  Creating and using rubrics for written and oral exams brings you more in line with other graduate programs at Eastern and should provide data on student learning in these areas that are comparable across student cohorts.  You have a final examination to determine attainment of content, so this exam can help you define your actual content-based learning objectives.  At which point and using what artifacts are you using the final evaluation rubric that you sent as an attachment?  Are you looking at any actual research to determine student abilities for objective 4?  Most of your measures involve counting the number of students giving presentations and the like, but you will probably want direct data related to the actual research conducted by your graduate students as well in a thesis or other research project.

	Expectations
	Level 2, M.S. Kinesiology & Sports Studies—all concentrations
	Because of the development (or possibly inclusion) or rubrics the expectations are clearer and more specific than on previous reports.  The majority of expectations relate to the instruments identified, including the indirect measures.

	Results
	Level 2, M.S. Kinesiology & Sports Studies—all concentrations
	More data gathered than in previous reports.  Given some of the results of your exit interview, you may want to do some follow-ups with current students to try to determine things like the low scores you received on academic rigor and what would help them achieve the accuracy levels you have set.  You have started that, but you may want to do some additional digging at this stage in your curriculum assessment and revision.


	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2, M.S. Kinesiology & Sports Studies—all concentrations
	A feedback loop appears to be in place.  You may want to investigate ways to make data collection as easy as possible for your faculty through a software package or CATS-created database.  Analyzing data more than at the end of the year is clearly a good step.
