	Level 2, B.S. Physical Education, Sport Management
	Objectives are programmatic and describe student behaviors.  The department has adopted three of the undergraduate goals: writing and speaking effectively and critical thinking. 

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, B.S. Physical Education, Sport Management
	The adoption of the writing and speaking rubrics will give you comparative data across years and student cohorts.  You may want to think about doing some anchoring to assure that all faculty are using the rubrics in the same way.  I would also encourage you to determine which assignments and courses will be used to collect assessment data.  You may want to look at gathering data at certain points in the curriculum ( a couple of 200 level courses, a couple of 3000 level, and so on or a set of core classes).   For example, are there particular presentations given in certain courses that will always be used for assessment purposes?  The internship evaluation should provide a wealth of summative data as well.  You have a good set of direct measures here, so at some point you may want to think about collecting some indirect data as well through surveys or focus groups.

	Expectations are specific and match the measures described.  You have set your expectation for your final exams at 90% or greater.  Do you expect a certain number of students to be at this level?

	It was good to read in Parts II and III that your data are telling you about student learning and where you need to place greater emphasis in order for your students to reach the levels you have set in your expectations.  There is more analysis here than in past reports, and it appears that the faculty are finding the information useful in their teaching.

	How Results Will be Used

	Responsible parties are identified.  It is good to share assessment report with the SM faculty.  Do you have a regular meeting or retreat where you can share data and discuss the implications of the data and how to use it?
