	Learning Objectives
	Level 2, B.S. Physical Education, Sport Management
	This set of objectives is much more specific and clear than the one large one on the last report.   Objective 4 is really more of an expectation than a skill or set of knowledge that you want your students to have.  What objective (knowledge or skills not mentioned in 1-3) would lead them to a successful completion of an internship?   You appear to have the actual objective in column 2, so the skills not listed elsewhere are really the objective, and then the site coordinator’s tool is the instrument.  And, this instrument may give you data related to other goals as well—especially communication skills.  You appear to have adopted three of the undergraduate learning goals:  speak effectively, think critically, and write effectively, which is great. 

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 1-2, B.S. Physical Education, Sport Management
	I caution you against using course grades as an assessment tool.  The assessment instrument and resulting data should speak directly to the objective being assessed.  Course grades rarely speak solely to one objective, and it is often impossible to parse out exactly what is known about student achievement of student learning outcomes through a course grade.  Using course assignments, however, is a good idea if that assignment displays the skills and knowledge you seek to assess.  But, the assessment tool should be comparable across faculty, sections, and years, so a rubric or percentage right on a test can be more specific.   I don’t think you will find these data particularly useful.

	Expectations
	Level 1-2, B.S. Physical Education, Sport Management
	Expectations should really flesh out what skills and knowledge you expect to see for each objective.  What you have here is how you tell if a student needs remediation, really, rather than what they can do or what they know.  What, for example, tells you that students have attained the skills they need to be a good leader?    Your expectations are more focused on students passing the courses than assessing the objectives.

	Remember the data should provide information on what the students know and can do, so if you see patterns you can change your courses, course sequence, requirements, etc.  How does your data relate to the curriculum?   The data for your internships are the best you have because it speaks directly to the skills listed in column 2

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2, B.S. Physical Education, Sport Management
	Faculty are identified.  As you collect and analyze data, you will want to determine how it is shared and discussed on a regular cycle.
