The Kinesiology and Sports Studies department submitted a revised SPA report in April 2009.  After the results of this report are shared back to us in September, the Physical Education Teachers Education Committee (PETE) will continue evaluating the teacher education program.   Based on the initial SPA report feedback and the comments from the CASA Director, the PETE committee added two specific assessments that will generate more clear evaluation data for continued reflection and evaluation of the teacher education program.

PED 3400 has a revised block, lesson, and unit assignment that will be used to collect more specific planning data to better match the NASPE beginning teaching standards required by NASPE/NCATE.

PED 3401 has added a teaching evaluation that will also generate better teaching data during the students pre-service teaching experience that will also better match the NASPE beginning teaching starndards required by NASPE/NCATE.

Plans include the development of a multiple choice test bank matched to the four categories of the Illinois State Content Test.

Review Concerns for:

Learning Objectives – None

How, Where, When Assessed:
The Live Text Data from student teaching, the development of a new peer teaching evaluation form in the Technique and Theory Courses, the new Block, Unit, and Lesson Plan Assignment in PED 3400, and the new teaching evaluation form to be used in PED 3401 should give greater specificity to the specifics of the data collection.

Expectations:
The PETE committee will be developing a strategy to develop a test bank of question to help students as they prepare for their Illinois Content Tests.  In addition, it is the goal of the PETE committee to help our student achieve an overall pass rate which is above the state average.  Pass rates for all Technique and Theory classes are based on a course grade of “C” or better as established by each instructor.  The development of a new peer teaching evaluation form consistent across all Technique and Theory classes will also help to generate more specific data on our teacher candidates at this stage.  NASPE/NCATE requires all PETE completers to achieve acceptable and/or Target Ratings for all 10 NASPE Beginning Teacher Standards.  The Rubrics used to evaluate the teacher candidates are designed using the categories of unacceptable, acceptable and target.  In addition, the new assessments described above will also be evaluated based on rubrics aligned with the stated categories which in turn will also generate more specific evaluation data.  

Results:  The data submitted through Live Text for the Student Teaching Evaluation indicates that 100% of our students are passing all standards at a level acceptable for beginning teachers.  In addition, we will be piloting an addendum to the student teaching evaluation Fall 2009 that will generate more specific beginning teacher data directly aligned with the NASPE beginning teacher standards.  The new assessments described above will also generate specific data pertaining to the national beginning teacher standards.
