	Objectives are programmatic, but because they lack specificity, they may be difficult to measure.  What are these necessary skills that you reference for the various options?  You may find it helpful to do a separate assessment plan for the straight BA and one for the TC program since there are clearly different objectives for those programs.  You have adopted the undergraduate goals of writing and speaking effectively as well as your discipline-specific objectives.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, B.A., Mathematics
	It would be a good idea to determine what assignments you want to assess each year or semester in MAT 2800.  Otherwise you may be comparing apples to pears—unless you truly want a random sample of assignments each semester.  Are you using a rubric?  It looks like it from your expectations information.  Rubrics are the best way to go with written and oral skills.  Dr. Poulter tells me that programs with teacher certification can access certain student information through Live Text, so you may want to consider that information is offered there as well.  Are you using the student teaching evaluation as the measure for objective 2?  It looks like it from the results column.  You do have direct and indirect measures listed, so that should provide a variety of data.  Do your surveys solely ask about student employment or do you ask questions about the curriculum as well?

	Level 1-2, B.A., Mathematics


	Since not all measures are given, it is difficult to determine expectations.  It looks like you are using the same rubric for all measures.  Is that the case?  If it is, are you setting expectations for summative or formative assessment?  Do you have a timeline for your employment expectations, such as within 6 months of graduation or something of that nature?

	Results are given for each objective.  It is good to indicate the number of students represented along with the results.  Are these means or averages?  

	How Results Will be Used

	It isn’t clear how much involvement there is from the faculty in the feedback loop.  Instructors of MAT 2800 provide data, but do the faculty as a whole see the data and the committee’s analysis?
