Global Citizenship

Dr. Sanders disseminated the Global Survey Data from the Freshman Survey 2004 and the Senior survey SP and SU 2004.  Discussion followed and the data will be available on the CASA website.  The committee will meet again February 2.

Dr. Sanders reported the committee sent surveys out to CMN 1310 and Senior Seminar instructors last fall asking them what kind of development activities might be helpful and how they would like to receive that kind of information.  The committee didn’t receive many responses back but they are looking at the responses they did receive.   The committee is also looking into doing an on-line anchoring tutorial.  They are talking to Mike Hoadley from CATS to see if this will be possible.
