Speaking Across the Curriculum Workshop on April 8

Dr. Hogg reported that there were approximately 15 people at the workshop on April 8.  This workshop was on the topic of assessing presentations.  Dr. Hogg, Dr. Mason, and Dr. Holladay will reconvene in the fall to see whether to continue offering these workshops.  They enjoyed giving this workshop and the people that did attend this workshop seemed to really enjoy it.  Dr. Sanders is working on the feedback form and will have more about it at the next meeting.

Critical Thinking Subcommittee Update
Dr. Sanders reported that Mona Davenport from Minority Affairs and Stacey Provezis from Study Abroad are interested in doing their own variety of assessment work through their offices.  Cynthia Nichols from the Civil Rights Office has done a climate survey and said we can look at that data for retention issues.
Critical Thinking
Dr. Hopgood reported as far as administering the Watson-Glaser online there are only 10 or 15 students a semester.  Dr. Burns attended a Dietetic conference at Milliken University, and they were interested in using the Watson-Glaser which would give us another post secondary institution for comparison.  Dr. Burns, Dr. Gary Canivez and Dr. Hopgood will be the Critical Thinking subcommittee next year.
