Subcommittee Reports
Critical Thinking
Dr. Hopgood disseminated a handout put together by the Critical Thinking Subcommittee that proposed recommendations to enhance the assessment of critical thinking at EIU.  These recommendations were based on informal faculty input and suggestions from deans and department chairs during meetings with the Administrative councils.  Discussion ensued.

By Laws Revision

She is most interested in the works cited pages that are submitted. Ms. Knight-Davis is wanting to expand on the Krauss and Fisher undergraduate research papers from Denver.  Ms. Knight-Davis would like to use the first and last papers submitted from the same student.  After much discussion about legalities and other issues, it was decided to suggest she talk to Bob Chestnut about using human subjects.  CASL members decided to offer her the sample portfolios members looked at for the contents evaluation.  Dr. Sanders will contact her.
Dr. Sanders reported she forwarded our contents evaluation to Dean Johnson, Jeff Lynch and Dana Ringuette but, she has not heard back from them.  The EWP is ready for step 2, which is the development of the training.
