Approval of Minutes

Announcements
The November 2, 2004 CASL meeting is cancelled due to several attending the IUPUI Assessment Institute.

Dr. Burns and Eric Hake from Economics will be serving as an Ad Hoc Committee for CGS on graduate education assessment. Dr. Burns will invite Dean Augustine to a future meeting to discuss graduate assessment.
CAA Report
Prof. Tidwell reported that he did not yet have a CAA representative to serve on CASL.  Members looked at the by-laws and determined that CAA representatives were not required to serve on CAA.  Prof. Tidwell said he would put a call out to department chairs for someone to serve.  Prof. Tidwell also brought up a CAA discussion about appointing a subcommittee to look at the general education issues and changing course numbers.  This subcommittee will also look at the impact of this change to the EWP.
Subcommittee Reports
Critical Thinking
Dr. Hopgood reported that the subcommittee is going to contact departments to determine how they are using the Watson Glaser data.  We were hoping other schools would be using the Watson Glaser, but that has not happened.  The on-line test is going well and the fee was approved for this year.    Bonnie Irwin from the Honors program called and asked if the Honor students could be pulled out for analysis and we are able to do that.
Global Citizenship

Dr. Sanders found a student to put data into tables by major and by college.  Students’ major was not collected the first time the survey was given to freshmen.  Dr. Sanders is hoping to have the data sorted by the November meeting and will get the committee together to look at it in November.
Provost’s Assessment Award

The deadline for submissions is Friday, October 8, 2004.  The winners will be announced November 16, 2004, at the CASL meeting, and the award will be given at the Dean’s Council meeting. 
The committee discussed possibilities for other committee members to serve on the Provost’s Assessment Award.
