The Minutes for the February 11, 2003 meeting were approved as published.

EWP/WAC
The Committee discussed Faculty Senate’s questions concerning the EWP.   Drs. Cosbey, Hogg, Herrington-Perry, Hopgood, and Markelis attended the February 25 meeting of Faculty Senate to address its questions.  Dr. Sanders thanked these CASL members for doing an excellent job clarifying EWP policies and procedures for the Faculty Senate.

Dr. Markelis shared a draft of the proposal to incorporate WAC as a subcommittee of CASL.  CAA will need to be asked to dissolve its relationship with WAC before WAC could become a subcommittee of CASL.  CASL bylaws will need to be revised/updated to reflect this and other changes, including a statement about the open meetings act.
Speaking
The SAC subcommittee met today.  They are developing a survey to send to Fall 2002, Spring 2003, and Summer 2003 Senior Seminar instructors about speaking activities in the Senior Seminar classes.  They would like to have only one rubric for all types of speaking activities, but a final decision on this will be made after the results obtained from the Senior Seminar survey are tabulated.
Critical Thinking
Since Dr. Hopgood was not available for the meeting today, she will share the Watson-Glaser information at the next meeting.  Dr. Sanders noted that TASKS results cannot be compared to Watson-Glaser results.  Watson-Glaser will not yield qualitative data, only quantitative data.
Graduate Assessment
Dr. Augustine will attend the March 25th CASL meeting to discuss how the graduate programs are currently assessed and how CASL might facilitate that assessment.
Other
The IBHE General Education meetings will be on 3/21/03 in Bloomington and on 4/4/03 in Chicago.  Dr. Herrington-Perry is encouraging the Deans from each college to appoint one faculty member to attend the April 4th session.  CASA will fund travel of CASL members to the April 4 meeting.
