I. Approval of the January 16, 2007 Minutes
Dr. Herrington-Perry motioned to approve the January 16, 2007 minutes and Dr. Hopgood seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously to approve the minutes as written.

II. Sub-committee Reports
A. Writing
1) Faculty survey results

Dr. Brito discussed the faculty survey results and disseminated the results she compiled from the 53 question survey.  There were 220 faculty who responded to the survey and 46 of those do not teach WI or WC courses.  Under 30% of all Faculty and Administrators responded to the survey and 75% of all instructors who teach WI, WC classes responded.  Discussion followed.
2) Review student survey and discuss plans for dissemination
Dr. Brito reported the student survey is ready to go to Mr. Harvey to post and it should be ready to be on-line by Monday, February 12.  Dr. Brito would like to have a trial run  before the survey goes out to the students.  Dr. Brito will send the final version to Dr. Throneburg today.  Dr. Brito talked to a couple of student government senators and they were very eager to give feedback and see the survey.  They suggested to put a link to the survey on the EIU Homepage or as an announcement.  Dr. Herrington-Perry suggested the sub-committee talk to Ryan Gibson about the EIU Homepage.  Discussion followed.
B. Other Sub-committees
Critical Thinking
Dr. Hopgood disseminated a flyer announcing a workshop to be presented by Dr. Sherry Holladay entitled “Using the Rubric to Assess Individual Oral Presentations,” on February 22, in the Martinsville room in the MLK Union.
