	How, Where, and When Assessed

	The coordinator and the faculty have certainly been busy in their first year of the program!  The program has chosen both direct and indirect measures that should provide a wealth of data on student learning outcomes at multiple points in your curriculum.  The indirect measures that you have added since your last report are good additions that provide the comprehension that you need for a good overall look at your program.  CATS’ Danny Harvey has worked with several programs to put their assessment shells on-line.  Faculty then can enter data as they are grading or evaluating students, and the chair or coordinator can look at data at any time.  Given the extensive nature of what you are collecting in your clinical evaluations, you may want to look into this option.  I know that CDS and PSY are using it and criminology is in development.  You could probably even build in a student component.  Is your exit interview an individual interview or a focus group format?  If it is the latter, you may want to find an uninvolved third party to conduct the focus group.

	Expectations have been set for each measure, which is good.  As you gather and analyze data, I’m sure that you may want to refine further your expectations, but what you have here is a good start.

	How Results Will be Used
