	Objective one sounds more like what your students will do once they have completed the program.  Perhaps you want to re-word to it to something like “demonstrate attributes to provide care” so the focus is on what you do in the curriculum in your clinical evaluations.  I am not sure that objective 4 is a student learning outcome that can be assessed wholly in the confines of your curriculum.  Perhaps you want it to relate to setting and attaining goals rather than lifelong learning?  Objective 7 clearly has adopted the undergraduate goal of writing effectively.  Are you assessing speaking as well?  Objective 2 contains elements of critical thinking, so at least two of the undergraduate learning goals have been adopted by the program.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, RN to BSN Nursing
	Your plan has both direct measures (course assignments, portfolio, tests) and indirect measures (surveys), so it should provide a solid picture of student learning in your program.  It is good that you have identified specific assignments from certain courses to use for assessment purposes.  I assume from Part II that you have rubrics to evaluate the assignments listed, but that is not indicated in this part of your plan, so you will need to include mention of the rubrics in this section of your plan.  It would also be helpful to include copies of the rubrics as well; you indicated on the plan that you were sending attachments of your surveys, but they were not attached.  Your rubrics to assess integrative learning will put you ahead of many of the departments.  This coming year CASL will be asking programs how they are assessing integrative learning.

	Expectations have been established for each measure.

	Data have been gathered.  Because of the changes in the program and its plan, few changes have been made to the program, but a mechanism for tracking changes at the course level has been established for the faculty.

	How Results Will be Used

	A feedback loop has been put into place to collect and share data.  You may have difficultycollecting data from employers; at least, several programs have had trouble getting employers to return surveys.
