	Objectives are clear and programmatic.  There is a good blend of undergraduate objectives—effective written and oral communication and critical thinking—with program-specific objectives. 

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2-3,  Pre-law minor

	Your new approach of using certain sections of your rubric and applying them to various papers throughout courses that are part of your curriculum makes good sense and is comparable to what many major departments do.  Using specific test questions that address content knowledge is also a typical way to collect data on content; the only issue here is that all sections must agree to a set of questions that can be used each semester for the sake of comparison.  You have a good mix of direct measures now, and your assessments are now multiple rather than reliant on a single paper from one course.

	Expectations
	Level 2, Pre-law minor
	For objective 1 you indicate that you expect 50% of students to score at least an 80% on your midterm.  Does that provide the level of knowledge acquisition that you want to reach?  You may want to set different levels of attanment for PLS 4774 and PLS 3523 since they are different levels of courses.  The other objectives have 25% exceeding expectations and 25% not meeting.  Were these percentages left off of this objective’s expectations?

	Results
	Level 2-3, Pre-law minor

	You are clearly collecting and using results, which is the whole point, after all, of assessment.  There is more analysis here of the data than in previous reports, so that is good progress.

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 3, Pre-law minor
	The feedback loop is in place with the advisory committee nad changes are planned with the new courses approved by the committee that will go to CAA in the fall.  Data resulting from the assessment plan helped to point to areas for improvement, so results are being used to affect student learning.
