Program faculty will discuss assessment results early in the fall semester to determine what, if any, curricular changes to make.  Test scores and supervisor ratings

suggest that coverage of topical areas is adequate.  As stated above, the portfolio process was modified this year, chiefly by having 2nd year students present their portfolios.  Portfiolios are to be organized according to the national/state standards for school psychologists. Comments from students suggest that continued mild dissatisfaction with the portfolio process.  Their chief complaints are the redundancy of the standards that make portfolio organization difficult and an underlying feeling that putting together the portfolio is merely a hurdle before graduation rather than a meaningful experience.  Faculty will continue to discuss the portfolio process and changes will likely be implemented for the 2007-08 school year.
