	The use of primary trait analysis should provide solid data that can be measured across courses, faculty members, and time for the various coursework you’ve targeted.  It appears that this department has developed a variety of rubrics and adopted those developed by CASL to assess its students’ attainment of the learning objectives, and it is good that you are targeting freshman and senior level courses to show growth.  You only have one freshman measure listed for your first objective, and indicate you are contemplating adding a measure for this objective to the capstone course, which would be a good idea.  You could also use a survey or something of that nature if you don’t want to change course assignments.  Are you using any indirect measures?You seem to be collecting several data points for writing and speaking and are consistently using the same rubrics, which is excellent.
