	Objectives are clear, specific, programmatic and measurable.  Objective 9 is not really a student learning objective; it is a description of a portfolio used to assess the other objectives.  It is good that your program has adopted two of the undergraduate goals:  speaking and writing effectively.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2-3, B.S. Recreation Administration


	The use of primary trait analysis should provide solid data that can be measured across courses, faculty members, and time for the various coursework you’ve targeted.  It appears that this department has developed a variety of rubrics and adopted those developed by CASL to assess its students’ attainment of the learning objectives, and it is good that you are targeting freshman and senior level courses to show growth.  You only have one freshman measure listed for your first objective, and indicate you are contemplating adding a measure for this objective to the capstone course, which would be a good idea.  You could also use a survey or something of that nature if you don’t want to change course assignments.  Are you using any indirect measures?  You seem to be collecting several data points for writing and speaking and are consistently using the same rubrics, which is excellent.  

	Expectations
	Level 2-3, B.S. Recreation Administration
	For objective 1 you list the content rubric with 2 different scores.  Did you mean the writing rubric?  It would be good to list the highest score available to indicate where your target expectations are.  You do this is some cells but not in all.  Sometimes you are using percentages here and sometimes a score, but you appear to be referencing the same rubrics, so you may want to determine how you report results and revise your expectations to match.

	You are clearly collecting and using results, which is the most important part of an assessment plan.  You don’t have a lot of data analysis or discussion of your results here as in some prior reports.  What do your results tell you?  You should include the number of students presented as well as the percentages here. 

	How Results Will be Used

	The feedback loop appears to be in place, but it is not clear that all faculty delivering the curriculum receive the results and what they mean.  How are data collected?
