Do the other 5 objectives outline the skills and knowledge necessary to pass the certification exam?  None of the undergraduate learning goals have yet been adopted, so you may want to consider which of them are most appropriate for this major.  It appears that you may be covering speaking in objective 1.

	How, Where, and When Assessed

	Are you using the same rubrics for this plan as described on your other plan?  Do you receive the results of the NCTRC exam?  Shouldn’t the exam itself be a measure if you receive the results?  As you refine this plan, you will want to include indirect measures as well, but you have a good start with your direct measures with your rubrics.

	Expectations

	It would be good to list the highest score available to indicate where your target expectations are.  You do this is some cells but not in all.  This section is clearer than previous reports since each objective indicates the percentage of students you want to achieve this level.

	Results

	Results are still a bit sketchy here.  It is a good idea to include the number of students represented by percentages to indicate the sample size.  You have certain limitations when you designate coursework as assessment measures and you only have one measure for each objective.  With only one measure for a given objective, your data are limited and you run into not gathering any data for the whole program when a course is not offered.  As you continue to work on assessment of your curriculum, you will want to seek multiple measures for each objective.  You do not need to collect data on each measure each year, but you should try to collect data on each objective annually from some source.

	How Results Will be Used
