	2. Students will demonstrate appropriate content knowledge in the biological sciences.  
	Students take the Illinois Teacher Certification content Test in Biological Sciences (test # 035) as provided by the Illinois State Board of Education during their senior year.  Tests are offered periodically throughout the calendar year.  

Test results are reported to the Chair of Biological Sciences and the Biological Sciences Teacher Certification Coordinator.
	75% of students taking the test will receive a passing score.  A 70% composite score from six sub-area tests is considered passing.
	75% (n=6/8) of students passed the exam in Spring Semester 2004.
	The B.S. Science with Teacher Certification, Biological Sciences Specialization, was revised Fall Semester 2002 to address new Illinois State Board of Education content standards.  
Results will be used to revise courses required in the major.
