	Thank you for including your practicum evaluation rubric; it is very helpful to have a copy of the instruments with the report.  It is a good idea to stay away from using a course grade as an assessment tool; it is extremely difficult to determine what that grade means specifically for the objective you are trying to measure.  Instead, you may want to use the percentage correct on a final or something of that nature, but you want to choose an assignment or assignments that specifically show what students know or the skills they have attained related to each objective.  You list a number of assignments in this column.  Do you really collect all these for assessment data?  While students may show proficiency in coursework in many different ways, you should only list the assignments you collect for assessment purposes in this section of the report.

	Expectations
	Level 1-2, Secondary Education and Foundations


	You have stated that 90% of students will meet or exceed expectations, but you need to state what constitutes meeting expectations and what indicates that expectations have been exceeded.  You need more specificity here.  The problem may go back to the measures.  You have not really listed assessment measures; instead, you have listed coursework.  While some assessment measures should also be coursework, not every assignment needs to be collected for assessment.  The expectations should relate to each measure.

	Results
	Level 1-2, Secondary Education and Foundations
	The results don’t really give very much information about what your students know or the skills they have.  The results speak more about completion of credits and grades than they do about the objectives themselves, so there is a bit of a disconnect between what you want your students to learn and how you assess those outcomes.

	How Results Will be Used

	The description of how results are shared and reviewed shows a very well developed feedback loop for this service department.
