	Expectations are established for each measure.  As you determine what changes you make to your measures, you will obviously adjust this part of the plan as well.  As I have said in previous responses, assessment best practices ask faculty to have a rubric or set of criteria attached to grades—especially course grades, which often encompass many elements that do not directly speak to a given objective.

	Results are clearly being collected and used, which is the most important thing about assessment.  You seem to be struggling with the role of 1838 for your baseline collection.  Are you using a set of questions on exams in all sections or something of that nature?

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 3, B.A. Sociology
	The plans for annual meetings of all faculty, regular meetings of the assessment committee, and list of responsible faculty for data collection indicate a robust plan for a feedback loop.
