	How, Where, and When Assessed

	Are you using rubrics for each of the assignments mentioned?  If so, please include the rubrics with the plan for next year’s report.  It would be good to identify which assignments are collected for assessment purposes for the designated courses.  The measures for many objectives are really more explanations of assignments and the focus of the various classes than a list of measures used to assess student learning.  I assume that the faculty member is responsible for collection, but what is used to ascertain knowledge and skills remains unclear as does the instrument used to measure the knowledge and skills.  You appear to be assessing each objective in only one class, so your plan does not offer multiple sources of assessment; instead, you have one collection point for each objective.  

	Expectations
	Level 1-2, B.S. Applied Engineering & Technology—General
	You have good details on what you expect to see—the kind of details that should be covered in a rubric.  You need to set percentages for meeting and then exceeding and not meeting expectations.  This column is a bit of an eclectic mix of expectations, criteria, and assignment explanations.  The expectations should match the measure.  So, if the measure is a test, the expectations are the percentages correct.  If the measure involves a rubric, then the expectations are about the holistic scores, and so on.  You mention a portfolio under this column in objective 2; is that a measure that should be listed in the second column?  Your expectation for your fourth objective is 100% performance on all class work and tests.  Can any group of students all achieve 100% on every project and test?  Do you mean 100% meet expectations?  If so, what is that level of achievement?  Then, your results are that 95% exceeded expectations.  How do you get 95% of students earning more than 100%?  These numbers are hard to understand.

	Level 2, B.S. Applied Engineering & Technology—General
	Results have been collected.  Because there are gaps in the second and third columns of the report, there is not always a clear line from the objective to the results.  Remember, course grades often involve a variety of work and skills; they rarely give specific information about a given objective.

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2-3, B.S. Applied Engineering & Technology—General
	A feedback loop appears to be in place; however, because of some missing information in the report, the responsibilities and how data are used is not completely evident.
