	I think you may have a typo in the second or third column related to objective 4.  You state that students will submit a case study in COS 4870 to assess critical thinking, but then you say the rubric is used in COS 4830.  Is it the same rubric for each course?  It is confusing because the column related to the measures indicates the learning is assessed in COS 4870, but the expectations are for a rubric applied in COS 4830.  Since the expectations should address the measures in the previous column, there is a bit of a disconnect here.  Overall, the expectations are specific and relate to the measures outlined.
