	Objectives are good—clear, measurable, and programmatic. INT has done a nice job connecting objectives to coursework.  You have adopted one of the undergraduate goals—effective writing, which is good—and you appear to be referencing critical thinking skills in objective 5.  Is that correct?

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, B.S. Industrial Technology


	Assessment of direct measures is embedded in coursework, which should provide a wealth of information concerning the effectiveness of this curriculum.  It is not always clear, however, what is being used to assess the artifact in question.  In some instances the information here is more of an expectation than a statement of how assessment is conducted.  For example, under the second objective, you state, “by designing the appropriate sampling technique,” which is what you want the students to produce.  However, what are you using to assess their achievement of this task?  You mention national standards, so are there rubrics suggested by your national accrediting agency that you are using?  In the expectations column, you list an exam that is not listed here.  This column should contain all the artifacts selected for assessment—tests, surveys, papers, labs, etc.

	Expectations are addressed, but do not in all cases describe expectations for student achievement of the learning objective.  In many cases, you are elaborating here on why you have chosen the measures that you have or explaining what the measure is.  Instead, you should set targets for what you want the students to know and be able to do in relation to the measures used to assess the attainment of the learning objectives.  So, if you are using an exam, does all of the exam questions or only some questions pertain to the pertinent objective?  Then, what scores do you want to see?  If you are using a rubric, what holistic scores do you want to see your students achieve at what level?  

	Results

	Results, for the most part, are being collected and analyzed.   What do the results tell you about student learning in your program?  More analysis on what the results tell you will be important as you move forward in your assessment activities.  Remember that grades for courses often reflect many things and rarely do they speak specifically to learning outcomes.

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2-3, B.S. Industrial Technology


	While the information given in Part Two and Part Three show that the program is committed to improvement and modernization, it is difficult to discern which changes were made as the result of assessment data and which came about because of changes in the professional organization or were due to budget issues.  Some of the verbs in this last column are in the future tense “will be evaluated” and so on.  Does that indicate that you have not started this process yet?
