	This is a plan that includes a nice balance of measures; you have both direct and indirect measures, and your surveys are meant for different audiences, so you collect feedback from more than one constituency.  This is a good plan.  You may want to consider placing your surveys on-line rather than giving your students self-addressed stamped envelopes; an on-line survey would allow you to compile data more quickly and might be more convenient for your students—if you think they would respond to such a method.  It would be helpful if you could include copies of the rubrics with your plan.

	Expectations are clear and specific.  You may want to list the skills you expect for writing and speaking as you have done for research.

	Results
	Level 2, M.S. Technology  
	Results are being collected for both direct and indirect measures.  Part Two and Part Three offer more information than in past years, so that is a positive step.  You mention that some of your international students have struggled with writing.  Are you requiring a certain TOEFL score for admission or using some other measure for entry?

	The feedback loop appears to be in place with all the faculty and department committees involved.
