	Students will demonstrate an increase in awareness and analytical abilities between WST 2309 and WST 4309 (our capstone course).
	Faculty will be able to determine how well our goals are being met as evidenced in students’ written analyses from a variety of courses, including two common to all students. We will be able to pinpoint specific areas of strength and weakness in our instruction.
	General assessment results will be disseminated at WST faculty meetings and via minutes emailed to all WST faculty members. Instructors of specific courses, if applicable, will be asked to consider implications for their course content.

PART TWO:  Summarize changes and improvements in curriculum, instruction, and learning that have resulted from the implementation of your assessment program.  How have you used the data?  While this section should focus on the current academic year, some departments may find it useful to discuss trends in longitudinal data.
The writing portfolio requirement appeared in the 2001-2002 catalog and we began informing students about this requirement in the fall of 2001. We collected writing portfolios for the first time this spring from graduating seniors. We formed an Assessment Committee during the 2003-04 academic year. This committee will review the learning objectives identified in this report and they will conduct a primary trait analysis to insure greater inter-rater reliability during evaluations.
In the fall of 2004 the Assessment Committee will evaluate the writing portfolios for at least 50% of seniors who graduated with the Women’s Studies minor during the spring semester of 2004.
We also conducted exit interviews with the graduating seniors in an effort to gather feedback about their experiences with the Women’s Studies minor. The exit interview includes open ended questions and items ranging from strongly disagree to strongly agree on a Likert type scale. Students were also invited to verbally share additional feedback that was not covered by the questions on the exit interview. This fall 2004, the Assessment Committee will evaluate the exit interview data. They will summarize the results and make recommendations for future changes.
