	The objectives here are clear, programmatic, and describe student behaviors.  You have quite a few objectives for a minor program—especially since you do not have a set of required courses.  I applaud your ambition, but you may find it difficult to assure that your portfolios speak to all objectives.  

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, Women’s Studies minor
	Since you have several objectives to assess and a relatively small number of portfolio submissions, I would advise sharing your objectives and rubric with your students.  If students have that information, it can help them in crafting assignments, choosing courses, and ultimately, in determining what to include in their portfolios.  Pre-/post-interviews should provide interesting comparative data.  Don’t, however, feel that you need to compare all questions.  Some questions can only be asked and answered after students have gone through the program.  Although it is not really data on student learning, you may want to try to collect some data on the students who take a minor in WST—their majors, graduation rates, when do they declare, gpa, etc.  I’m not sure what will be available in Banner, but it’s worth a conversation.  Analyzing portfolios every three years makes sense given the numbers you have.

	Revising the expectations as you collect and analyze data is exactly what you will need to do as you continue with the program.  Expectations given here are specific and describe student outcomes.

	Results

	No results yet on the portfolios, but what about the exit surveys?  It’s clear that the lack of direction from the coordinator has made this program stall in its assessment efforts.  Please let me know if I can help you get back on track.

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2, Women’s Studies minor
	A feedback loop is described that will use the data collected for the improvement of student learning.  Instituting an assessment committee was a great idea.
