	Level 3, Women’s Studies minor

	The objectives here are clear, programmatic, and describe student behaviors.  You have quite a few objectives for a minor program—especially since you do not have a set of required courses.  I applaud your ambition, but you may find it difficult to assure that your portfolios speak to all objectives.  Objective number 6 is a bit broad—how many disciplines in which are you actually hoping to see students be able to speak to women’s contribution?  

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, Women’s Studies minor
	You have been busy this year refining your measurements, which is good, and where your energies would be the most helpful.  The pre- post-survey that you are planning is a solid idea.  Can you track the students who actually become minors who have taken the survey?  I know that many people take the intro course and then do not enter the program, so you’ll want to make sure that you are comparing the same cohort.  Some of the programs have received help from CATS in terms of putting data collection tools on-line, so that faculty simply fill out forms pertinent to their students and courses.  Danny Harvey has helped with this, so if you are interested, you may want to speak to him.  The on-line option might be useful for an interdisciplinary program such as yours.  Collecting student artifacts from a variety of courses is a good idea.  You may want to put the onus for turning things in on the students in the form of a program requirement.  This plan includes direct and indirect measures collected at various points in the program, so it should provide good, solid assessment data.

	Expectations
	Level 2, Women’s Studies minor

	Expectations given here are specific and describe student outcomes.  As you work on your indirect data, you may want to refine your expectations to meet the data you are collecting and changes that you make as you go along.  Remember that you should try to compare only the 2309 students who become students in your program rather than all 2309 students.

	Results

	You have started collecting and analyzing data, which is a great step forward for this program.  It will be interesting to see what additional data are uncovered as you move into your indirect data collection and analysis.  Since you are looking for differences from 2309 to 4309, you should discuss if you saw the expected growth and changes.
