	Level 2, Women’s Studies minor

	The objectives here are clear and programmatic.  Some may be difficult to measure without clear and specific instruments (“ability to discuss,” “ability to articulate”).  You have quite a few objectives for a minor program—especially since you do not have a set of required courses.  Objective number 6 is a bit broad—how many disciplines in which are you actually hoping to see students be able to speak to women’s contribution?  Have you done a course matrix to align with your objectives to assure that all minors can achieve the objectives you have set with the courses available to them?  

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, Women’s Studies minor
	You appear to have two indirect measures (a survey and exit interview) and one direct measure (papers from WST 2309 and WST 4309), which is a good start for a minor program.  However, it seems as if you are asking 2 papers to help you determine a great deal about student knowledge and skills.  Since this is an interdisciplinary program with courses from several departments, you may want to determine other places from which to gather data to ascertain student achievement of some of your objectives.  You may want to ask faculty if assignments in other courses are constructed to gauge the attainment of objectives.  Putting those objectives on course syllabi and looking at syllabi is a very good step.  What are you using to assess the papers to assure consistency across readers, years, and assignments?  Some kind of rubric or evaluations sheet would be helpful.  You mentioned students scoring in the highest category in your results section, but it isn’t clear here what those categories are. For objective 5, you are relying on faculty to collect student participation in community activities, but you may want to think about putting the onus on the students.  Perhaps you could ask for a resume from them, or add questions about campus activities/RSOs to your survey.  Then, all the faculty would need to tell you is whether they incorporated service learning into the course.

	Expectations
	Level 2, Women’s Studies minor

	The difference between “articulate a clear viewpoint” after WST 2309 and “more complex views” after WST 4309 is not completely clear.  A rubric might help to clarify.  You may want to write your expectations around the results you hope to see from the instruments you are using.  Each column on the summary builds on the ones before it and should connect to that information.  So, instruments relate to objectives, expectations relate to objectives and instruments, and so on.  Some programs articulate expectations by levels of students, so X% exceed expectations, X% meet expectations, etc.


	Results
	Level 2, Women’s Studies minor

	You have results this year, which is great!  As your plan progresses, you will want to determine ways to more explicitly compare students’ skills and knowledge across years and cohorts.  Right now, you are comparing growth from the general education class to the capstone, which is a good start, but you will also need to compare AY09 general education to AY10 general education and AY09 graduates to AY10 graduates, etc.  This will help to show growth and improvement in the program.  

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2, Women’s Studies minor
	The feedback loops appears to be in place.  The role of the faculty teaching the courses—especially those that provide the bulk of the content—is not clear.  So, gathering information from them on course content and assignments will probably help determine how to proceed with your assessment plan.
