	The objectives here are clear and programmatic.  All four undergraduate learning goals have been incorporated into the objectives for the minor, so the plan presents a good blend of discipline-specific and University-wide goals.   Five objectives seem much more manageable than seven—especially for a minor program without a set of required core courses.  They are measurable and clear.

	How, Where, and When Assessed
	Level 2, Women’s Studies minor
	Developing rubrics for use with coursework and the portfolio is a good step.  Rubrics can provide a clear picture of the expectations you have for your students and can offer continuity across faculty members and student cohorts.  Assessment committee members are currently reading a random sample of student papers.  What are they using to assess these artifacts?  Are they writing down their impressions or looking at a set of criteria?  You have both direct and indirect measures here that span the course of the program, so that shows good breadth.

	Again, you have a start with your expectations here—especially in the specifics on the use of vocabulary for the discipline—but as you discuss rubrics, your expectations may become more clear.  It is apparent that you want to measure growth from WST 2309 to 4309, so you may want to craft a rubric that will allow you to show that as well as satisfy both courses.

	Results
	Level 2, Women’s Studies minor

	Results are being collected and analyzed, which is a big step for this program.  Components of the assessment plan are coming into place that will allow for more complex analysis and reflection as data are collected and instruments are put into place.

	How Results Will be Used
	Level 2, Women’s Studies minor
	The committee has done well to establish a timeline for its assessment work.  Of course, given the interdisciplinary nature of this minor, cooperation from faculty is crucial to the success of the assessment program, and the committee seems to be working cooperatively with the faculty teaching the courses, so that is good.
