	Developing rubrics was an important next step in your assessment process.  I believe you meant to attach these rubrics to your plan, and that would be helpful for the next iteration provided the plan has been approved.  Did you pilot your draft rubic this year?  You indicate that a rubric was applied to work from 1 setion of WST 4309.  I’m a bit confused by your plan to assess surveys using a rubric.  Surveys are usually composed of questions that have limited answers that make for simple comparative, quantitative data.  Are your surveys completely open-ended qualitative questions?  It is admirable that you are attempting multiple measures for each objective; this approach is difficult for minors.  Do you plan to have portfolios from elected courses?  You mention portfolios in your Part III.

	Expectations

	Again, you have a start with your expectations here—especially in the specifics on the use of vocabulary for the discipline—but as you discuss rubrics, your expectations may become more clear.  It is apparent that you want to measure growth from WST 2309 to 4309, so you may want to craft a rubric that will allow you to show that as well as satisfy both courses.

	Results are being collected and analyzed, which is a big step for this program.  Components of the assessment plan are coming into place that will allow for more complex analysis and reflection as data are collected and instruments are put into place.

	How Results Will be Used

	The committee has done well to establish a timeline for its assessment work.  Of course, given the interdisciplinary nature of this minor, cooperation from faculty is crucial to the success of the assessment program, and the committee seems to be working cooperatively with the faculty teaching the courses, so that is good.
