	The objectives here are clear and programmatic.  All four undergraduate learning goals have been incorporated into the objectives for the minor, so the plan presents a good blend of discipline-specific and University-wide goals.   They are measurable and clear.  Your idea to separate your 5th objective into two—one focused on communication skills and one on knowledge of theory—is a sound one.  You have combined two skills and a knowledge base, so that is a great deal of information to assess in one goal.

	How, Where, and When Assessed

	You are making good progress every year, so do not feel as if you are attempting to get to a point where the plan is complete and perfect.  Assessment is a continual process and the data you are gathering and analyzing as well as the work you are doing show that you are engaged in the learning of your students and assuring that they reach the goals you have set for them.  CASA may have data that you will find useful from the newly revised global citizenship survey on the citizenship and appreciation for diverse perspectives issues.  We do not have minors attached to the survey, but if we receive the data with ids or names, we can share the data with you if you provide a list of minors.  Alternately, you could have access to the surveys to give in your own courses.  You may want to consider an exit survey to gather this information in your 4000 level course.  Or, you may want to ask students to give you a copy of their resumes; most seniors have resumes ready that list their campus engagements, and that could be a starting point.  I can share NSSE and global data to give you comparative data for the whole student body.  Rubrics are good.  You may want to revise a bit to add specificity about feminist theory and your expectations there.  Do you want students to be able to list certain theorists, to apply theory, or what?

	The plan to refine expectations in the coming year is solid.  More time spent reviewing papers and exams will help with this process as well.  But, you have a good start.

	Results

	The experience you have had this past year with not being able to use all artifacts and finding gaps in assignments and objectives provide solid assessment data to improve the curriculum.  Assessment should help departments assure that all objectives are addressed.  If you find that students are uncomfortable with certain aspects of the goals, then you can work to improve on those subjects in the courses.  Your plans for correcting these issues show a response to the data, so that is good.

	How Results Will be Used

	I have to commend the WST assessment committee.  This is the best use of an interdisciplinary committee to assess student learning that I’ve seen.  Your committee not only conceives of the plan, but executes it as well.  The recommendations that you have to share about how your courses are taught relate not only to assessing student learning but assuring that your objectives are met across the curriculum.  As the plan evolves, you can move into more assessment of what the data tell you.
