Results of the Primary Trait Analysis, coupled with a Fall 1999 survey of alumni and their employers, revealed that majors would benefit from additional training in oral presentation theory and skills.  The department subsequently revised ABC 3450.  Effective Fall 2000, it will include instruction and practice in oral presentation.  Oral presentations now required in the course will be assessed via a portion of the PTA tool used in the capstone course.  The department has also designed a web-based tutorial to provide students with additional, out-of-class instruction in oral presentation skills.  PTA scores will be analyzed to determine whether the performance of students who enroll in the senior capstone course beginning in Fall 2001 has improved.
