ELIGIBILITY












• Sponsored by a P.E.O. chapter









• Citizen of U.S. or Canada

• Studying in U.S. or Canada

• At least 24 consecutive months as a nonstudent sometime in her adult life

• Within 24 consecutive months of completing her educational goal

• Not enrolled in a doctoral degree program, e.g., educational, law, medical or clinical 

MAXIMUM GRANT

• Up to $2,000 for educational expenses, e.g., tuition, books, transportation, childcare

RENEWALS

• None

CONTRACT

• None

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

• Application Form

• Income and Expense Statement Form

• Chapter Recommendation Form with letter

• Chapters sponsoring applicants receiving government assistance and/or food stamps need to contact PCE office before submitting applications

TIME TO APPLY

• Year-round—should allow 8 weeks for processing prior to school term grant is needed

SPONSOR

• Local chapter

SPECIAL INFORMATION

• Provides grants to women whose education has been interrupted and who find it necessary to resume studies due to changing demands in their lives

PEO Educational Loan Fund

ELIGIBILITY

• Citizen or legal permanent resident of U.S. or Canada

• Recommended by a local chapter

• High school graduate or equivalent

• Enrolled in accredited school

• Within 2 years, but not less than 4 months, of completing course of study when loan is drawn

MAXIMUM LOAN

• Up to $9,000 which may be drawn in installments

• Loan approved may not exceed amount recommended by sponsoring chapter

RENEWALS

• Treated as a second loan, same procedure as first loan

• First loan must be repaid in full before second loan application is considered

CONTRACT

• 2 percent interest on unpaid balance due annually even though student may still be in school

• Upon completion of study, payments on unpaid balance due monthly

APPLICATION FORMS

• Mailed to applicant from P.E.O. Executive Office upon receipt of Chapter Recommendation form.

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS

• 2 adult cosigners in accordance with documented guidelines

• 3 references, not related to applicant and in accordance with documented guidelines

TIME TO APPLY

• Anytime—applications are processed year-round

SPONSOR

• Local chapter

SPECIAL INFORMATION

• Applicant signs a promissory note which requires a notarized signature of both cosigners

• Loan due in full 6 years from date of issue, regardless of enrollment for further study
